Bina Srinivasan

We are sad to announce that in late August, Bina Srinivasam, a CWGL colleague, passed away. A
writer by profession, Bina had great insight and compassion about violence she both witnessed and
endured. Many of her articles on women, environment and human rights issues have been published in
national newspapers and magazines. Her first book, Negotiating Complexities - A Collection of
Feminist Essays, was published in 2007. We mourn the loss of this accomplished and dedicated
woman and send our condolences to her family, friends and colleagues.

Joyce Warshow

Joyce Warshow passed away in early October after a long struggle with cancer. Warshow was a
psychologist, activist, educator and filmmaker. Two of her feminist biographical films are particularly
well-known: Hand on the Pulse, the poignant story of sexual rights activist, teacher and author Joan
Nestle; and Some Ground to Stand On, which features Blue Lunden, a working class activist who,
beginning in the 1950s, was involved with lesbian, feminist and anti-nuclear movements. At the time
of her death, Warshow was finalizing a film about Charlotte Bunch, CWGL’s Founder and Executive
Director. She is survived by her long-time partner, Dorothy Sanders, who accepted Warshow’s award
from Senior Action in a Gay Environment, SAGE, the evening after her passing.
